Yearsley Group Guidance on Modern Slavery is to:

e Comply with legislation and regulatory requirements.

e Make suppliers and service providers aware that we promote the requirements of the legislation.
e Consider modern slavery factors when making procurement decisions.

e Develop awareness of modern slavery issues.

We Will:

¢ Aim to include modern slavery conditions or criteria in specification and tender documents wherever
possible.

e Evaluate specifications and tenders with appropriate weight given to modern slavery points.

e Encourage suppliers and contractors to take their own action and understand their obligations to the
new requirements.

Yearsley Employees Must:

Contact and work with the Head of Departments when looking to work with new suppliers so appropriate
checks can be undertaken.

Sales/Buying Employees Will:

e Aim to check and draft specifications to include a commitment from suppliers to support the
requirements of the act.
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e  Will not award contracts where suppliers do not demonstrate their commitment to ensuring that
slavery and human trafficking are not taking place in their own business or supply chains.
