We work with a select group of suppliers based in the UK, Europe and UAE.

We supply and distribute goods on behalf of these suppliers, and also our own Perco brand
goods produced in Europe.

We expect all of our suppliers to be committed to acting ethically. This includes
demonstrating respect for human rights, prohibitions relating to compulsory labour, human
trafficking, child labour, inhumane treatment, abuse, harassment and discrimination. Any
failures by our suppliers to meet these ethical standards will be addressed on an individual
case basis and may result in us ceasing trade with any such supplier.

REPORTING

We encourage all of our employees to report any known activity that might be in breach of
the Modern Slavery Act.
