All our sourcing partners are licensed by their local competent
authorities and audited by Inceptua against high industry standards. All products are physically
inspected at one of our contracted facilities to ensure only genuine products move through the supply
chain. All transport of pharmaceuticals is done in accordance with the GDP standards.
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OUR POLICIES ON SLAVERY AND HUMAN TRAFFICKING

We are committed to ensuring that there is no modem slavery or human trafficking in our
supply chains or in any part of our business. Our Anti-slavery Policy reflects our commitment
to acting ethically and with integrity in all our business relationships and to implementing and
enforcing effective systems and controls to ensure slavery and human trafficking is not
taking place any where in out supply chains.

DUE DILIGENCE PROCESSES FOR SLAVERY AND HUMAN TRAFFICKING

e conduct a bi-annual assessment of our suppliers via request of our suppliers to complete
a self-assessment questionnaire containing questions in relation to slavery and human
trafficking risk;

e create an annual risk profile for each supplier based on their location, self-assessment
questionnaires and our knowledge of their operations and practices;

e conduct meetings with suppliers to ensure that they have the slavery and human
trafficking prevention policies in place and they follow such policies and any/all
information obtained from such meetings is documented by us; and]

e the board of directors communicate with employees regarding the importance of ethics
and legal compliance [on annual basis].

COMPLIANCE TEAM

We have zero tolerance to slavery and human trafficking. We have a dedicated compliance
team, which consists of involvement from the following departments:

e Legal
e Human resources.

e Procurement.

TRAINING

To ensure a high level of understanding of the risks of modern slavery and human trafficking
in our supply chains and our business, we provide training to our staff.
